Supplemental Digital Content 1: Methods for data extraction

FIB-4 and NFS can be interpreted using a single threshold or a dual threshold approach (i.e. upper and lower cut-offs). Separate data extractions were performed, accordingly. 

For the single threshold approach, a subject can be classified in two groups (scoring lower or higher than the cut-off); the following rules were adopted. Fibrosis stages 0, 1 or 2 were classified as true negative if the score was lower than the specific NIT cut-off, whereas these same fibrosis stages 0, 1 or 2 were classified as false positive if the score exceeded the specific NIT cut-off. In the same way, fibrosis stages 3 or 4 were classified as true positive if the score was higher than the specific NIT cut-off, but false negative if the score was lower than the specific NIT cut-off. 

For the dual threshold approach, a subject can be classified in three groups (scoring lower than the lower cut-off, between the two cut-offs, and higher than the higher cut-off). All subjects with a score between the lower and the upper thresholds were classified as indeterminate. Fibrosis stages 0, 1 or 2 were classified as true negative if the score was lower than the specific NIT lower cut-off, whereas these same fibrosis stages 0, 1 or 2 were classified as false positive if the score exceeded the specific NIT higher cut-off. In the same way, fibrosis stages 3 or 4 were classified as true positive if the score was higher than the specific NIT higher cut-off, but false negative if the score was lower than the specific NIT lower cut-off.
