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eAppendix & eTable 1. Comparison of main characteristics between children included and children excluded from the analysis population.

At 14 months of age, included children compared to those excluded from analysis were somewhat younger and had somewhat lower weight and height on average. At 4 years of age, included children presented 1 cm smaller waist circumference on average and a somewhat lower mean weight and height than those excluded. Mothers of children included in the analysis were of higher education and were less likely to have smoked during pregnancy compared to mothers of excluded children. Two percent of the mothers of children excluded from analysis reported to suffer from gestational diabetes. No other differences related to main characteristics were shown between the included and the excluded from analysis children.
