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Intra- and Interobserver Variability of Measurements
Under supervision of an experienced panel of ophthalmologists (Y.W., J.B.J.), a trained ophthalmologist (Y.G.) carried out the measurements. All the members were masked without the knowledge of the refractive error of the eyes. To determine the intra-observer variability, images of 100 eyes of 100 participants were randomly selected and graded twice by the same observer (Y.G.) with a washout period of 2 weeks to minimize recall bias. To determine the inter-observer variability and reliability, two observers (Y.G. and X.L.) assessed the grading of 100 images. All intra-observer kappa values and inter-observer kappa values were > 0.81 for the fundus tessellation assessment and grading of myopic maculopathy.
