Supplemental Digital Content 4: Reasons for Eligibility Failures – Drinking Criteria

The reasons for screen failure (i.e., drinking criteria) are as follows:

For Criterion A: If male, reported drinking a weekly average of at least 35 drinks per week or if female reported drinking a weekly average of at least 28 drinks per week for the 28-day period prior to consent.

· 9.2% were excluded because they did not meet this criterion.

For Criterion B: If male, reported drinking at least 35 drinks per week or if female reported drinking at least 28 drinks per week for the 7-day period prior to randomization. 

· 3.8% were excluded because they did not meet this criterion.

For Criterion C: For both males and females, did not reduce the total number of drinks per week during the 7-day period prior to randomization by 50% or more compared to the average number of drinks per week during the 28-day period prior to consent.

· 3.8% were excluded because they did not meet this criterion.

An additional 6.5% were excluded because they did not meet both Criterion B and C.
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
