Colonoscopy is the endoscopic examination of the large bowel with a fiber optic camera on a flexible tube passed through the rectum. During colonoscopy, precancerous and cancerous growths throughout the colon can be found and either removed or biopsied. Colonoscopy can detect most cancers, and polyps as small as one millimeter or less. A bowel preparation with laxatives is needed prior to the test. Once negative, patient does not need further screening for ten years

Test A . FOBT - The test finds about 70% of colon cancers and 35% of large polyps each time it’s done.  No laxatives are taken.  If the test is positive colonoscopy is needed.
