Appendix 4 – Detailed Description of Sample Selection 
Figure 2 provides a detailed description of the sample selection process.  Beginning with the total number of completed HPA surveys [A] (N = 115,961), the sample was first restricted to HPA surveys of employees [B] (N = 111,038) and further restricted to completed HPA surveys with responses to the HPQ-select survey items [C] (N = 110,904).  The sample was next restricted to survey from respondents who were health plan eligible for at least 11 of the 12 months prior to the HPA completion date [D] (N = 82,470).  

The medical claims based identification criteria and age criteria were applied simultaneously to identify surveys with a condition-related physician visit, ER visit or inpatient stay claim for up to a maximum of 18 months preceding the HPA completion date for at least one of the four conditions: [E] CAD (N = 1,916), Hypertension (N = 3,722), Type II Diabetes (N = 3,722), Depression (N = 2,641).  The surveys with a qualifying condition-related medical claim were then assessed for the presence of at least one condition related prescription fill within a maximum of 18 months preceding the HPA completion date: [F] CAD (N = 1,481), Hypertension (N = 9,532), Type II Diabetes (N = 1,481), Depression (N = 2,011).         

For those surveys without a condition-related medical claim, we simultaneously applied the condition self-report criteria and age identification criteria to identify surveys in which respondents self reported having at least one of the chronic health conditions of interest: [G] CAD (N = 653), Hypertension (N = 4,522), Type II Diabetes (N = 617), Depression (N = 4,387).  The surveys with a qualifying self-report of a chronic health condition were then assessed for the presence of at least one condition related prescription fill within a maximum of 18 months preceding the HPA completion date: [H] CAD (N = 265), Hypertension (N = 1,106), Type II Diabetes (N = 100), Depression (N = 2,032).

Surveys with a qualifying condition-related medical claim or condition self-report and a qualifying condition-related prescription fill were combined together: [I] CAD (N = 1,746), Hypertension (N = 10,638), Type II Diabetes (N = 2,568), Depression (N = 4,043).  Surveys with missing data for any of the variables used in the analytic modeling were dropped from each sample: [J] CAD (N = 1,255), Hypertension (N = 8,165), Type II Diabetes (N = 1,924), Depression (N = 3,127).

To this point, the samples included all HPA surveys completed by individuals within the study period.  We further restricted the samples to an individual’s first completed HPA survey within the study period: [K] CAD (N = 950), Hypertension (N = 5,946), Type II Diabetes (N = 1,408), Depression (N = 2,367).

Lastly, each condition-related sample was stratified into nine condition/drug class groups: [L] CAD-Statin (N = 666), CAD-Beta Blocker (N = 478), CAD-ACE or ARB (N = 543), CAD-Anti-Platelet or Anti-Coagulant (N = 303), Hypertension-Anti-Hypertensive (N = 5,459), Type II Diabetes-Statin (N = 774), Type II Diabetes-ACE or ARB (N = 790), Type II Diabetes-Insulin or Oral Hypoglycemic or Metaformin (N= 1,312), Depression-Anti-Depressant (N = 2,120)
