Supplemental figure 1. Illustration of the mechanism of HARM in blood-brain barrier (BBB). Normally, BBB is maintained by the tight junction of endothelium, basement membrane and end feet of astrocyte (A). With insult of tight junction accompanied by endothelial dysfunction and astrocyte injury, the breakdown of BBB occurs (B). Then, contrast media in the blood circulating system were extravasated into CSF space and subpial space with other inflammatory cell and circulating cytokines, as well as provoked the interstitial edema (C).
Supplemental figure 2. Clinical pathway of patients with focal neurologic symptoms and signs in Seoul National University Bundang Hospital 

*, Permitted deviation denoted one of the following: 1) known moderate to severe stage chronic kidney disease, 2) history of adverse event with iodine CT-contrast, 3) transient or rapidly improving symptom, 4) doubt on stroke diagnosis, 5) patients on anticoagulation, or 6) clinical decision (stroke physician doctor)

LWT is the abbreviation for last wellbeing time, NCCT for non-contrast computed tomography, CTP for CT perfusion imaging, CTA for CT angiography, tPA for tissue plasminogen activator, DWI for diffusion-weighted imaging, PWI for perfusion-weighted imaging, GRE for gradient echo planar imaging, FLAIR for fluid attenuation inversion recovery imaging, and T1WI for T1-weighted imaging.
