· No sustained improvement in renal function after diuretic withdrawal  and expansion of plasma volume with 1.5 L of a plasma volume expander.

· Proteinuria < 500mg/day and no ultrasonographic evidence of obstructive uropathy or parenchymal renal disease.

Additional criteria

· Urine volume < 500 ml/j

· Urine sodium < 10 mmol/l

· Urine osmolality greater than plasma osmolality

· Urine red blood cells < 50 red blood  cells/ high power field

· S-Na concentration < 130 mmol/l
	· Cirrhosis with ascites

· S-cr > 133 (mol/l

· Absence of shock

· No current or recent treatment with nephrotoxic drugs

· No improvement of s-Cr after at least 2 days with diuretic withdrawal and volume expansion with albumin.

· Absence of parenchymal kidney disease as indicated by proteinuria > 500mg/day, microhaematuria > 50 red blood cells/high power field and/or abnormal renal ultrasonography.
