Spontaneous Bowel Movements in Toilet

SBM frequency in the toilet was also improved overall and for each of the dose groups at weeks 1 to 4, reaching significance (P≤0.0171) at all analyzed points, with the exception of the 12-mcg QD group at week 1 (P=0.3510).
Bowel Movements

Statistically significant improvements in BM frequency (P<0.0001) at weeks 1 to 4 compared with baseline were observed at all treatment weeks for the overall ITT population (Supplemental Digital Content 2A). Each of the 3 dose groups also exhibited improvements in BM frequencies compared with baseline (Supplemental Digital Content 2B–D), reaching statistical significance (P≤0.0036) at all doses and times, except for week 1 in the 12-mcg QD group (P=0.0539).
