ECLS-B,K, K-2011. The ECLS data sources include information about environment, population characteristics, health behaviors, and outcomes. Data are obtained via interviews with teachers, caregivers (including mothers and fathers), day care providers, and the child. CP is identified as a diagnosed health condition. In-depth questions focus on the quality of the home and school environment. Interviewers obtain measurements of height and weight as well as performance on a variety of motor and cognitive tests. Physical, occupational, and speech therapy service utilization is indicated by a yes or no; and amount of therapy received in any given time period is not documented. Physical, occupational, and speech therapy goals may be included on educational records that include individualized education plans.  
The Institute for Educational Sciences manages the ECLS data sources, which include three cohorts of children (about 14,000 each) followed longitudinally, from birth (ECLS-B), from kindergarten to eighth grade (ECLS-K); and from kindergarten to fifth grade (ECLS-K:2011). The number of children with CP in each data source is low, given the low population prevalence of the condition. Reports have identified 50


1 ADDIN EN.CITE  and 4502 children with physical disability in the ECLS-K and ECLS-B data sources, which includes children with and without CP.   
There are a limited number of articles that have used the ECLS cohorts to examine issues of relevance to pediatric rehabilitation service utilization, delivery, or targeted needs, and none that focus on CP. Reports include utilization of early intervention services for children with persistent developmental delay,3 variability in early intervention enrollment across states,

1, 5 ADDIN EN.CITE  and caregiver practices of children with and without physical disabilities.2 Potential inquires with these data sources could include tracking participation, activity and health over time of children with and without CP and predictors for positive outcomes, especially the quality of the environment.
