ADDM.  The ADDM network collects data corresponding to the domains environment (community supports in each state) and population characteristics (gender, comorbidities and functional level). The network uses active record review from multiple-sources to both identify and abstract information for individuals with the condition of concern. Experts review the information to confirm diagnosis (CP) and inclusion. The ADDM network does not include specific information about physical therapy services.
The Metropolitan Atlanta Developmental Disabilities Surveillance Program (MADDSP), was established by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention in 1991 as a multiple-source, population-based surveillance system for tracking 8 year old children in the metropolitan Atlanta area with CP, hearing loss, intellectual disability and vision impairment. In 1996 autism was as added to the program and has since been referred to as the Autism and Developmental Disabilities Monitoring (ADDM) Network which tracked CP in selected counties of Alabama, Georgia, Missouri and Wisconsin to create a representative sample
The data are cross sectional and repeated every other year. The data are not publically available but summary information can be accessed directly from their website. The last report about CP was published in 2013 based on 2008 data.
