State Medicaid Data.  State Medicaid data contains information about environment, population characteristics, health behaviors, and outcome. Information about family socioeconomic status, language spoken at home, race, and ethnicity is available. Also, region of residence and location of services (home or clinic) describe environment. Child health can be identified by diagnosis of an established condition(s) or delay. Physical, occupational, and speech therapy can be distinguished by billing codes. Additionally, CPT codes delineate type of intervention provided, access, amount, and cost.  

State Medicaid datasets usually consist total population of one state, however, representative samples can be created of one or more states. Data is collected during continuous enrollment. Longitudinal or cross sectional samples can be created. Procedures for obtaining a Medicaid data source and for eligibility for services vary among states.

Analyses of the Medicaid data source have shed light on eligibility and enrollment in early intervention as well as effectiveness.2 Using the Medicaid data sources requires computer programming and statistical skills.
