Geographic variation in HIV testing among transgender and non-binary adults in the US
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Overview

This Digital Supplement reports state- and county-level estimates of ever and recent HIV testing among transgender and
non-binary adults living in the US. Data for this analysis come from the 2015 US Transgender Survey conducted by the
National Center for Transgender Equality. See main manuscript for description of methods. “N/A” indicates that there
were no available observations/estimates for a specific county or group. In addition, we don’t report point estimates or
credible intervals for any counties with fewer than 20 observations. Several states don’t have counties with more than
20 observations (e.g. Mississippi, Montana, South Dakota, West Virginia, Wyoming). For these states, we only report
state-level results. Lastly, Estimates are limited to the contigous US, and thus, we do not report estimates for Alaska,
Hawaii or Puerto Rico.
