Appendix I: Expectations and responsibilities of students for simulated patient based teaching sessions 

1. Prepare for the session (e.g. read session guide, complete learning goals forms etc)

2. Attend scheduled sessions

3. Arrive 5 minutes before the session starts

4. On arrival await instructions and respond in a timely fashion

5. Be willing to learn especially about how others see you

6. Know that Simulated Patient (SP) teaching sessions are designed to support learning and not to trick or test

7. Treat SP interactions as if they were real patient encounters with respect to maintaining confidentiality and other professional behaviours

8. Maximise the opportunity for feedback from SPs

9. Do not show recordings of SP interactions outside educational settings

10. When working with other students be sensitive to their needs

11. Follow your tutor’s instructions carefully (e.g. observing, giving feedback etc)

12. Complete your assignments after the session and submit as requested 
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
