†Other types of assisted ventilation included endotracheal intubation with the tube attached to a self-inflating bag-valve device (1 case), endotracheal inubation with the ventilator tubing connected to the ventilator-mounted switch valve post usually occupied by the reservoir bag (2 cases), connection of the tube for the oxygen mask to the endotracheal tube in error in an intubated patient (1 case), endotracheal intubation with erroneous connection from the ventilator to the gas machine (1 case), and endotracheal intubation and ventilation with a hand resuscitator (1 case). 
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
