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2 Repetitive stimulation of the RIII reflex

The figure illustrates temporal summation of the RIII reflex to repeated electrical stimulations of the sural nerve. The x-axis shows the time in seconds, and the y-axis the amplitude of the electromyographic signal. The arrows indicate the 5 stimulations. The electromyographic amplitudes of reflexes in the interval 90-180 ms after the each stimulus were analyzed. Here the RIII response following the first stimulus was just above the threshold. The wind-up ratio was defined as the quotient of the of the maximal RIII response following the 3rd, 4th, or 5th stimulus and the RIII response of the 1st stimulus.
