	1. Procedures on parturients care in delivery suite:

Cervical examination at an interval of 30 – 60 min
Monitoring the fetal heart rate
Maternal vital signs and uterine contraction monitor
Maternal fluid management
Oxygen provided with a nasal cannula
Oxytocin titrated if necessary
Doula support
Measuring the pain intensity with visual analog scale
Labor pain control at request including systemic or neuraxial analgesia
Timely instrumental or cesarean deliveries

	2. Indications for cesarean section:

Malpresentation or malposition
Fetal distress or premature rupture of membrane
Placenta previa or placental abruption
Uterine atony or metryperkinesis
Abnormal amniotic fluid
Abnormality of parturient canal including pelvic and genital tract
Abnormality of umbilical cord including presentation, prolapse, torsion and entanglement
Without any improvement after careful treatment of the abnormality of fetus and force of labor
Severe obstetric complications
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
