	Emphasis on symptoms and tear instability

	Classification
	Evaporative, aqueous tear deficiency and mixed dry eye, presence of neurotrophic and neuropathic conditions
	Lipid, aqueous or mucin deficiency, mixed dry eye

	Diagnosis
	Based on symptoms and one of the following (tear hyperosmolarity, reduced tear breakup times, ocular surface staining). To strive for noninvasive testing wherever possible, eg, NIBUT
	Based on fluorescein breakup times and breakup patterns, supplemented with relevant tests

	Treatment
	Emphasis on staged (not necessarily sequential) therapy based on overall severity
	Emphasis on tear film–oriented therapy targeting the component(s) of tear dysfunction in subtype of dry eye
