Subgroup analysis

Compared with sessile serrated lesions (SSLs) in the left colon, those in the right colon tended to be larger ((5 mm vs. (5 mm odds ratio [OR]: 3.13, 95% confidence interval [CI]: 2.08–4.55; (10 mm vs. (10 mm OR: 4.75, 95% CI: 3.29–6.86), yet there was no significant difference in Paris subtypes or signs including expanded crypt opening (ECO) or dark spots, or thick branched vessel (TBV) or dilated and branching vessel (DBV) under ME-NBI [Supplementary Table 1].

Two studies compared SSLs less than 10 mm with those greater than 10 mm by white light endoscopy (WLE), and three studies investigated the association between lesions examined by ME-NBI. However, there were no differences in the location or signs of ECO or TBV under ME-NBI [Supplementary Table 2].

Five studies investigated SSLs in patients with IBD. Compared with hyperplastic polyps (HPs), SSLs in IBD patients were more likely to be in the right colon (OR: 3.57, 95% CI: 1.35–9.43), but there was no difference in the diameter of HPs and SSLs in IBD patients (P ( 0.37). There were no differences in the location or size between SSLs in IBD patients and SSLs in non-IBD patients [Supplementary Table 3].
