Pap test 


Pap tests were identified from three French nomenclatures of medical procedures and clinical pathology procedures: (i), “General Nomenclature of Medical Procedures” (Nomenclature Générale des Actes Professionnels, NGAP), code 55, “Pap smear (if performed by an anatomocytologist or a physician)”, 2007-2010; (ii) “Nomenclature of Clinical Pathology Procedures” (Nomenclature des Actes de Biologie Médicale, NABM), code 0013, “gynecological cytology diagnosis from one or several smears taken from different sites“, 2007-2013; (iii) “Common Classification of Medical Procedures” (Classification Commune des Actes Médicaux, CCAM), codes JKQP001 and JKQP008, “conventional or liquid-based cervical cytology”, 2010-2013.

Diagnostic procedures: HPV test and colposcopy 


HPV tests were identified from French nomenclatures of medical procedures and clinical pathology procedures (NABM, codes 4127 and 0024; NGAP, code 135 “if performed by an anatomocytologist or a physician“; CCAM, code ZZQP173) corresponding to “papillomavirus human oncogenic viral genome detection”. Colposcopy was identified from the CCAM (code JLQE002). 

Surgical procedures

Cervical surgical procedures were identified from the CCAM: excisional procedures including cold knife conization, laser conization and large loop excision of the transformation zone (codes JKFA031, JKFD002 and JKFE003); ablative procedure under colposcopic examination including laser ablation, cryotherapy and cold coagulation (codes JKND003 and JKND004).


For subsequent analysis, surgical procedures were defined as excisional conization (mainly cold knife conization, code JKFA031), other excisional procedures (mainly large loop excision of the transformation zone, codes JKFD002 and JKFE003) and ablative procedure (codes JKND003 and JKND004).
